Maitreyi College, a constituent college of the Univers ity of Delhi , was founded in 1967 by the Delh i 
Admin istration. The college community is proud to bear the name of Mai trcy i, who was an em inen t schola r of 
the Vedic period and the wife of sage YajnavaJakya.

For the Basis of Selection, subjects to be included (PCMlPCBIPCMB) must have at least 70% 

component of theory exams (theory exam does not include internal assessment/continuous evaluation 

etc.) in the qualifying exam otherwise a disadvantage of 10% of the maximum may be levied on each 

such subject.
