The College made a modest beginning at Netaji Nagar with a staff of seventeen teachers offering only B.A. (Pass) 

and B.Sc.

● Admission will be strictly on merit. The College has not authorized any person/agency to act as an admission 

agent. All admissions are done directly by the College authorities strictly on the basis of merit.

● Those selected for admission will be required to fill in the College application form.

Selection shall be made on the basis of marks obtained in qualifying examination including one language and three 
best subjects as per the following:

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III.  PROCEDURE FOR CALCULATION OF 'BEST OF FOUR' SUBJECTS PERCENTAGE FOR

1. One language (Core/ Elective/ Functional) 
2. Any three elective subjects can be chosen. A disadvantage of upto 3% on 'Best of Four' percentage may be 

imposed if there is a change of stream.
3. If a candidate opts for one of the following MIL (Punjabi, Bengali or Sanskrit) as a subject, an advantage of 

upto 5% for B.A. may be given in Best of Four. However, the language would be offered by College subject 
to a minimum strength of ten students in that course. Each such student should have studied the said MIL in 
which she is seeking admission, at the qualifying level in school.

In case, the subject to be considered does not have 70% theory component and 30% practical 
component, then the marks of theory and practical only shall be converted to 70% and 30%, respectively on 
pro rata basis. These new marks will then be considered for calculation of 'Best Four' in addition to pt. 2.

IV.� PROCEDURE FOR CALCULATION OF SUBJECT PERCENTAGE FOR MATHEMATICAL    
SCIENCES/ SCIENCE COURSES.

All the subjects to be included for Basis of Selection (PCM/PCB/PCMB) must have at least 70% theory 
component of exam. In case, the subject to be considered does not have 70% theory component and 30% 
practical component, then the marks of theory and practical only must be converted to 70% and 30%, 
respectively on pro rata basis. These new marks will then be considered for calculation of PCM/PCB etc.  
For the Basis of Selection, subjects to be included (PCM/PCB/PCMB) must have at least 70% component of 
theory exams (theory exam does not include internal assessment continuous evaluation etc.) in the 
qualifying exam otherwise a disadvantage of 10% of the maximum may be levied on each such subject.

ADMISSION OF THE OBC, SC AND ST CANDIDATES AS PER UNIVERSITY GUIDELINES
1. OBC candidates shall be given a relaxation in the minimum eligibility in the qualifying examination and in 

the minimum eligibility (if any) in the admission entrance test to the extent of 10% and SC/ST candidates a 
relaxation of upto 5% of the minimum eligibility marks prescribed for the General Category candidates.

2. OBC seats will be filled up by OBC candidates alone. Only if OBC candidates possessing the minimum 
eligibility marks are not available in the OBC Category then the vacant OBC seats shall be filled up by other 
eligible candidates in accordance with the admission schedule notified by the University.

3. It is reiterated that only those OBC candidates who belong to the 'Non-Creamy Layer' and whose Caste 
appear in the Central List of the OBCs shall be eligible to be considered for admission under the OBC 
category.

4. There is no additional eligibility criteria required for students belonging to reserved categories 
(SC/ST/OBC/PwD).

GUIDELINES FOR SPORTS AND ECA ADMISSIONS 
1. The admission under the Sports and ECA category is centralized as per the University guidelines available

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TERMS OF PAYMENT

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EXAMINATION AND PROMOTION
1. There are two components for evaluation:

 a. Internal Assessment (Continuous Evaluation)
 b. End-Semester Examination

  25% of the maximum marks in each paper are assigned for Internal Assessment and remaining 75%     
marks are for the End-Semester Examination.

2. The Internal Assessment is based on tutorial work/ class preceptorial/ assignment and attendance. The 
respective weightage being 10%, 10% and 5% respectively.

3. The internal assessment marks will be shown separately in the Mark Sheet issued by the University and 
these marks will be added to the semester examination marks for determining the division obtained by the 
student.�

4. There will be a University Examination at the end of each semester.

5. Science students will be evaluated continuously throughout the semester besides their end-semester exam 
both for Theory and Practical.

6. No concession in attendance is given to a student joining a course late or being transferred to a course.

7. Students falling short of attendance are liable to be detained and not allowed to take the final examination. 
Minimum attendance required is 66.66%.

8. The students shall fill the examination forms at the time of admission/ readmission to a particular course of  
study for a particular semester after payment of the prescribed examination fee. For example, a student 
taking admission in Part I of a particular course shall fill up separate examination forms for the I and II 
semester along with the admission form and so on for the rest of the semesters (i.e. Part II and III). The 
examination fee collected shall be sent immediately to the examination wing. 

SCHOLARSHIPS AND PRIZES
Delhi University holds a competitive examination in the month of October each year for the award of All India 
Entrance Scholarship of Rs. 250.00 per month or as per University guidelines tenable for three years to students of 
B.A. (Hons.) and B.Sc. (Hons.). Desirous students may apply along with an examination fee of Rs. 50.00 on the 
prescribed forms available at the Examination Branch-VII (i) of the University of Delhi.
